Investigations = revealed
that Shahzad and Sohail
had allegedly recruited and
radicalised the accused
through social media plat-
forms and encrypted com-
munication channels. '
“In pursuance of the con-
spiracy, he had established
operational modules in India

and assigned local opera-
tives to carry out grenade
attacks on police establish-
ments,” the agency said.
The NIA identified Dheeraj
as the principal India-based
operative who coordinated
the attacks with local mod-
ules on the directions of the
Pakistan-based handlers.
Probe findings further
revealed that after conduct-
of

accused ' selected the
wormnen police station in Sir-
sa for the attack. Investiga-
tors also found that the
accused had travelled to
Amritsar in Punjab .to0 pro-
cure the grenade from co-
accused Gurjant Singh.
The grenade attack, car-
ried out on November 25,
2025, was allegedly record-

According to the NIA,
the accused remained in
touch” with the handlers
and their aides even after
the attack. The investiga-
tion has so far established
a chain involving recruit-
ment, financing, opera-
tional coordination, pro-
curement of explosives
and execution of the terror
act at the behest of Pak-
istan-based operatives.

The agency said it was
continuing its investigation
into the larger conspiracy,
including foreign-linkages
and financial channels con-
nected to the case. Efforts
are also underway to trace the

-absconding accused, official

sources said.
